September 11, 2006

Call  to Order:   6:00 P.M.,
Treasurer’s Report – Jon Pastorius reported:

The current account balance:  $46,579.78

HOA Assessments:    There are about 8 unpaid assessments, 4 each for  2005 & 2006,  that still  owe their assessments.   They will be receiving a letter from the lawyer.


Spend Plan:  Still on track.  There are no outstanding bills.  The bill for the picnic tables has been paid and the bill for painting the fence at the entrance is on its way.    


The tax bills received last month have been corrected.  The new bill is roughly $350.  However, since the common areas have not been deeded to the HOA we may be exempt altogether.  

We have several tree service estimates to review.  The average price is $2,200.00

Bank Signature Cards – The current signature card will have to be updated to include Cliff Howard.  Bill Reason will take for action.

Continuing  Business:


Gamble/Lawyer Update:    Chris Longmore, of Dugan, McKissick, Wood and Longmore is now representing the HOA.  Angelique will meet with him to begin the paperwork for the annexation as soon as the required number of votes are obtained.  At that time, we will also turn over the names of those that have not paid their assessments.



As of August 31st,  Mr. Gamble has completed the repairs on the house on Sandstone.  The cars are still in the driveway.  Bill Reason will contact the Sheriff’s Dept to obtain information on cars with outdated tags.   We will continue to monitor the progress. 

Improvements to Recreation Area (tables):   The action is closed, the tables are in place.

Improvements to Recreation Area (Landscaping):     The grounds committee has asked Mark Jones Lawn Care to provide an estimate on aerating the common area, which  will include liming and reseeding the area.   The committee has also noted that the aeration, liming and reseeding is not part of the Grounds Committee budget and will be covered by the general treasury.

Mailboxes:   We are still working the mailbox issue.  Additional cluster boxes have been ordered by the developer and will be installed in accordance with a Postmaster approved drop plan.   However, once the cluster boxes are installed, the individual mailboxes will need to be removed by the homeowners.   Why? Once the postmaster agrees to a drop plan, they will not be delivering to individual boxes.  Angelique Kohler retains the action on this issue.

Annexation/Vote:   Those present counted the votes for the annexation which included the proxy votes authorized by Thomas Homes.  Because we did not have the required number of votes to make the decision.  The committee will be calling and visiting  members that have not  responded.  Angelique will provide the names/addresses of those who did not respond.   Once we get the number of votes needed to make a decision, we will move forward.  

Bus Stops:  


STS – The St. Mary’s Transit System bus stop has been reinstated for the corner of Green Leaf and Sandstone/Silver  Slate Drive.



Angelique Kohler is working the following – Due to the increase in residences the BOD is seeking  additional School bus stops in our neighborhood.  Currently, we are waiting for the Department of Transportation to review our plat. 

New Business:


Built Rite Homes – Mr. Anthony Williams from Built Rite homes introduced himself to the attendees.  Mr. Williams has stated that he wants to work with the HOA.  In addition, he has requested permission to post his signs along Greenleaf Road.  It was noted that the county ordinance allows the signs to be posted on the easement between the edge of the road and the sidewalk.  The previous signs have been removed by unknown persons.  Angelique Kohler has an action to speak with  homeowners along the drive to the Built Rite portion of Greenbrier.   


Fallen Trees -  In the near term, the BOD will have a tree service review the status of trees after Ernesto and make recommendations.  The BOD will make the final decision.  Bill Reason will contact Jeff’s Tree Service for the initial walk-thru regarding removal of trees in the common area after Ernesto. 


In the future, the committee has agreed to a bi-annual walk-thru of the neighborhood to assess the condition of trees in the common area.  Once a determination is made, if needed, a contractor will be contacted to remove the trees. 
    

Note: trees that have fallen from the common area onto private property should be reported to Millison Development Corp. 


Email Lists – Bill Reason has asked that his NAVAIR email be removed from the distribution lists.  If you need to contact him, use the address listed on the website. 

Post Office Box – The BOD needs additional keys to the HOA post office box.  Angelique Kohler has for action. 
Review of Action Items:

Bill Reason:  1: Meet with Representative at MD Bank & Trust to update signature cards;  2) contact Sheriff’s Dept regarding outdated tags on vehicles parked in the neighborhood;  3) Schedule initial walk-thru with tree service. 

Angelique Kohler  -  1) Meet with Lawyer regarding the following:  Annexation Vote, Gamble House, Unpaid Assessments;  2) List of Homeowners that did not respond to the Annexation Vote;  ; 3) Additional School Bus stops; and  4 ) Post Office Box Keys, and 5) Prepare final notice for homeowner’s with unpaid assessments.
