Treasure’s Report

· Our balance is $12,700.  We have not received dues from either builder or 27 homes.  

Secretary’s Report

· Nothing to report.

Old Business

· Regarding the house on Sandstone St., we have met with an attorney (Harris & Capristo).  They suggest researching a forwarding address for the homeowner through the PO and/or a current address on file for tax purposes with the county commissioners.  The board will consider legal action if it needs to, to have the siding and windows fixed.

New Business

· Community board where Thomas’s sign is. Board planning on putting up a new sign in the fall.  Bill will talk with builder to have sign removed in ten days.

· Mitchell will mow on Wednesday and the Park is included.  The board will need to go to Gene Kopp to insure the Park area has been rightfully turned over. The board of directors will talk with Gene about reseeding and getting rid of trash that was left behind.  If Mr. Kopp declines to fix the said area then the Board has agreed to contract Mitchell landscaping to reseed and replant in the fall Sept and Oct to insure we have the optimum growing time. So the park will be ready for next spring. .  Update:  Bill spoke with Gene Kopp, and will inspect the park lawn on 9/6/05 and decide weather or not to support seeding again.
· Angelique received an email from someone connected to Ridge Valley Construction about the 30 new homes being built off of Greenleaf.  The woman asks for us to send her a copy of the covenants and by-laws.  At this time they are not a part or the Greenbrier HOA.  There is some consideration on there part to be included in the Greenbrier HOA.

· Bill brought the board up to date in reference to the easement problem of a resident on Schwartzkopf.  Bill discussed that there is nothing the HOA can do to rectify the situation, as it should have been handled between the owner and the builder at the time of purchase.  The owner said he was inclined to seek legal counsel regarding the issue.  That of course, is up to the owner to do so.  The HOA Board declines any responsibility to rectify a failed agreement between the owner and builder.

·  House on Red Rose was discussed, because of a puppy situation. Bill was going to talk with the owner about keeping the puppies in proper kennel or to get rid of the dogs. Update: The resident indicated to Bill Reason during a conversation on the evening of 8/22 that the puppies will be taken to the flea market this weekend (8/27) to be given away.  We will monitor the situation.
· Nominating committee will be announced at the Oct 17, 2005 board meeting.

· Wayne Mozzo presented the secretary paperwork to be filed under the Architectural Committee. 

· Wayne brought up multiple questions from homeowner’s.  One was about the portable basketball hoops in the street. Someone on the board by letter will inform the homeowners that the hoops need to be out of the street when no in use. There is a county ordinance about have the hoops in the street when not in use.

· Another question was about a possible sidewalk from Schwartskof to the park area off of Greenleaf. Bill will ask Kopp about this as well to see who is responsible for it.

· Wayne reported that there has been little complication with the reviewing and approving of decks, fences, and sheds. The Architectural committee is almost done with the update to the covenants and restrictions we would like to add to the current covenants.

· Parking complaint was also dealt with and the violator had moved and after a couple of days the truck has returned. Bill will confront the individual.

· Permission was granted for residence to put in Flagpoles.

Action Items

Bill to talk with Gene Kopp about the common area and the sidewalk possibility. He will also contact Thomas homes about the sign and their dues.
