Call to Order:  6:30 p.m.
Treasurer’s Report – Jon Pastorius reported: 

The current account balance:  $54,611.02.  Checks will be written at the end of this meeting for: 1) written for landscaping deposit, 2) Yard sale advertisement reimbursement, and 3) picnic table order.

Old Business:


Gamble/Lawyer Update


Architectural Control Committee:  Their was no report from the committee, however the board members are aware that the committee is working with the homeowners in getting projects approved. 


Improvements to Recreation Area (tables):   After some discussion, the committee decided to order 5  Octagonal tables with attached benches.   It will take  approximately 3 weeks after placing the order to receive the recreational area picnic tables.  The tables cost about $370 each.   We anticipate the tables to be complete in August and will need volunteers to transport the tables and place them on the pads.

Improvements to Recreation Area (Landscaping):     The committee has received an estimate to update the recreation area.  The updates will include Clearing and leveling five 20 ft. diameter pads along the tree line that will include a thick textile weed barrier and covered with a six-to-eight inch depth of high quality mulch.   The five octagonal shaped picnic tables have been order form an Amish artisan that will be placed on the pads.  The $800 deposit will be forwarded to get started.    

Mailboxes – The postmaster is not cooperating with our request to install mailboxes for the new home owners.  The BOD will have to decide how purchase, install and charge for the new boxes.   The cost is estimated to be about $1,500 for a 15 unit cluster box.  This price does not include installation.  However, once the boxes are placed they will permanent.  Bill Reason will speak to Gene Kopp regarding a recommended installer.   Angelique Kohler will draft a letter to the new homeowners regarding the cluster mailboxes.


Note: The cluster box fee was included in the purchase price of the older homes (Phases 1, 2 & 3).  The current builders are not including the fee in the price of the newer homes.
New Business:


Annexation/Vote -  HOA members will receive a special mailing containing the background information needed to vote on the annexation. 

Newsletter – The newsletter was stuffed and prepared for mailing during this meeting. 
Review of Action Items:

Bill Reason to speak with Gene Kopp to obtain a recommendation to have the cluster boxes installed.
