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AMENDMENT TO  DECLARATION OF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS 

OF GREENBRIER

(FORMERLY WHALERS CREEK RUNN)

THIS AMENDMENT TO DECLARATION is made this 9h day of September, 1993 by J. LAURENCE MILLISON, hereinafter referred to as “Declarant”.

W I T N E S S E T H:

WHEREAS, by Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, dated November 9, 1992, and recorded among the Land Records of St. Mary’s County, Maryland, in Liber E.W.A., No. 725, folio 390&c, (hereinafter referred to as the “Declaration”), Declarant imposed on the Property described therein, certain easements, restrictions, covenants, conditions and charges; and

WHEREAS, the Plat referred to therein has been retitled “GREENBRIER” and rerecorded as aforesaid in Plat Liber E.W.A. No. 37, folio 122; and

WHEREAS Declarant desires to amend the Declaration as hereinafter set forth.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and other good and valuable considerations, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the Declaration is amended as follows:

1.
Section 1 of Article I of the Declaration is changed to read as follows:

“Section 1. “Association” shall mean and refer to Heritage Manor Greenbrier Homeowners Association, Inc., a non-stock Maryland corporation.”

2.
Section 3 of Article I of the Declaration is changed to read as follows:

“Section 3. “Plat” shall mean and refer to that Plat of subdivision prepared by Norris, Gass & Ocker Engineering, Inc., entitled “GREENBRIER, Section One, Phase One (formerly Whalers Creek Runn)” and recorded among the Land Records of St. Mary’s County, Maryland, in Plat Liber E.W.A. No. 37, folio 122.”

3.
Section 1 of Article VI of the Declaration is amended by removing “in the Whalers Creek Runn Subdivision”.

4.
The second sentence of Section 4 of Article VI of the Declaration is changed to read as follows: “No cinder block, solite block or asbestos shingles shall be permitted for the finished exterior above the first floor level of any structure”.

5.
The fourth sentence of Section 5 of Article VI of the Declaration is changed to read as follows:  “No oil or other storage tank shall be place or maintained above ground on any Lot.”

6.
Section 6 of Article VI of the Declaration is changed to read as follows:

“6. No exterior radio or television antenna, including without limitation, any satellite dish, or other exterior reception device of any kind, and no above ground propane or other type gas container (except those installed by or on behalf of Declarant) shall be placed anywhere upon the Property, upon the Common Area, upon any Lot or any improvement now or hereafter located on the Property.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, exterior television antenna may be temporarily used until such time as cable television is available.”

7.
Section 8 of Article VI of the Declaration is changed to read as follows:  

“8. There shall be no storage of boats, recreational vehicles or commercial vehicles on any Lot, in the Common Areas, or on any street.”

Except herein modified, all the terms, covenants and conditions of the Declaration remain in full force and effect.
