Neighborhood Security
  It’s that time of year when homeowner’s come out of hibernation to get out and about.  It’s also that time when we have more visitors to the neighborhood.  Here are a few tips to keep your possessions safe:
  First and foremost remain aware of your surroundings.  Know who your neighbors are and note suspicious vehicles and persons walking at odd hours.
Yards and common areas are much safer places for our children to play than on the streets.  Unfortunately, too many drivers speed on our streets
Vehicles: Homeowners are reminded to lock your cars. Remove or cover items left on your seat that may appear of some value.  Examples include business card cases that look like wallets, CD cases, change in the console, brief cases and duffle bags. 
Vacation absence:  Load your car while the garage door remains closed; have the post office hold your mail; have neighbors get your newspapers and watch your house.
Garages:  Make sure your garage doors are closed at night and during long absences during the day.  There have been reports of thieves entering opened garage doors and stealing from unlocked cars.  It has happened in Greenbrier and Wildwood. 

Neighborhood Upkeep

Lawn Maintenance: Keep lawns trimmed and free of trash. Most lawns need mowing about every 10 days during the summer months.   Round-Up can be sprayed along the side walk and street to keep weeds away and help keep your street clean.
Household Trash: When placing containers curbside for trash and recycle, please ensure containers are well secured.  It is recommended that loose items be placed in bags.  This will prevent animals (dogs, cats, crows) from getting into the bags and scattering the trash before it is collected. Your friends/neighbors should not have to clean up your scattered trash. And please remove your trash bin from the curb after pickup.
We want to ensure that visitors to our neighborhood leave with an impression of pride of ownership, and a desire to visit us again.
